Today’s Program: 
Maryland’s StateStat Programs

Presented by Katherine Klosek, State of Maryland StateStat Office

StateStat is a performance-measurement and management tool implemented by Governor Martin O'Malley to make Maryland state government more accountable and more efficient.  Modeled after the CitiStat program that he developed as Mayor of Baltimore City, Governor O'Malley is using this database management approach to make Maryland's government work again for the people.  Through this process of continually evaluating the State’s performance at the highest levels, opportunities to improve coordination and formulate strategies are ongoing - not just during annual budget reviews.  

Katherine Klosek, MPP, is an analyst with Governor O'Malley's StateStat office. She joined the StateStat team in September of 2009 after graduating from Johns Hopkins University in May. Katherine is one of two lead analysts with day-to-day responsibilities for RecoveryStat, which tracks funding from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) to the State of Maryland, reports to the federal government, and provides updates to the Governor and his senior staff on the implementation and impact of Recovery Act funds.  Katherine's academic training includes research on domestic public health and workforce development policy, her background make her uniquely familiar with the programs funded by ARRA.  In addition to RecoveryStat, Katherine regularly analyzes performance measurement metrics for the Department of Labor, Licensing and Regulation (DLLR), and the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DHMH).
